Greens should be healed in a matter of time.

Everyone please have a fun and safe Fourth of July!

It's that time of the year again... We will be aerifying our greens on the 10th and 11th of July. I will close nine holes each
day. We will use 1/2" diameter tines. The more material we can remove the better. Sand will be put down and dragged in
to fill hope the holes left behind. Aerifying has to be done to relieve compaction and open up the canopy so our greens can
breathe, allowing nutrients and water to more readily penetrate the surface. It also frees up space for new root growth.

On the course we are in full summer mode. We are regularly mowing fairways, tees, and rough. Top dressing greens is go-
ing on weekly. We have repaired a few irrigation leaks. On #8 we have limbed some trees. This treetop maintenance is
something I want to continue into the winter months on the rest of the course.
